Mission

CST to Colaba


A 10 square kilometre area from Colaba to CST is the focus as the first Clean Air Island.  Large scale vermiculture has been established there in partnership with the Bombay Municipal Corporation and European Commission, extended


 to over 40  projects.

Clean Air Island has had experience with over 40 vermiculture projects, using eco-friendly transportation, materials and process.  Over 5000 tons of wet waste have been collected and recycled from four public markets and five naval establishments at the Colaba Pumping Station since October 2000.  Onsite infrastructure is being provided by the BMC who have co-sponsored the project, later funded by the European Commission, in the project “Environmental Services and Waste Management in a Social Economy Framework”

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What is Vermiculture?


Vermiculture is a process of recycling organic waste resulting in compost as a resource.  It is initiated with deep burrowing earthworms and aerobic bacteria, which are used to disintegrate waste and make it fully biodegradable.  After the first year, compost is available for use in plants and as potting mixture.  This method of processing wet waste eliminates transportation of waste to far off places, thus reducing air pollution.  This also leads to a reduction in the need for landfill sites outside city limits, and produces a resource, compost, that can be used close to source, requiring no transportation.

Waste collecting Electric Vehicles have transported over 5000 tons of wet waste to the vermiculture site at the Colaba Pumping Station since 2000 and watered roadside plants with recycled sewage water.

Stretches on the D.N. Road in the Fort Heritage Precinct, outside the M. Phule (Crawford) Market, Police Commissariat, Municipal HQ. and Flora Fountain have been beautified with flowering creepers, Green Tubs as parking lot dividers, flower pots from recycled tyres  and the Sambucus nigra tree planted by all six participants of the Asia Urbs project from Dublin, Leicester and Mumbai City Councils and NGOs. This is a flowering landmark.
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
